I love the privilege of preaching the word of God each week. I love the whole process.

meaning. I love stepping back and looking 
at it to see how it might fit in an outline. I 
love the points of clarity that just come all 
a sudden while doing mundane tasks like 
driving. My love for it all only grows as time 
goes on.

With my love for preaching comes a love for 
all the deep theology. I love exploring what 
theologians of the past have written. I love 

challenging my personal beliefs and challenging theirs as well. It is fun to sit and visit 
with others who have the same passion. The debates are fun, challenging, and help 
shape my belief system. Hopefully, I challenge them as well.

However, with all of the “deep” stuff to explore, we must never forget the 
fundamentals. We must never forget the simple story of the gospel. We must 
remember, “God so love the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes 
in him should not perish but have eternal life” (John 3:16). We must never fail to 
remember that God is still reconciling people to Himself. We must be careful not to 
skip these foundational truths.

For the month of August, we will return to the basics. We will explore the simple 
gospel message as it has been given to us. My sincere prayer is that if anyone in 
attendance does not know Christ, they would come to trust Him. We will make it our 
endeavor to sound the clarion call, “be reconciled to Christ.” As 2 Corinthians 5:20 
says, “We are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. We implore 
you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.”
