I pray that you will know what it is to 
have the Spirit lead you, speak to you, and to give you a purpose greater than your 
own. As we consider our text today, and how God brings about salvation, I hope 
that God will use it to speak to you.

If you realize that you have a need to commit your life to Him, do not be afraid 
to reach out to one of our pastors, or a trusted friend, for help. We would love to 
share with you what it means to truly follow Christ.
