Revelation Chapter 12
Read Revelation 12:1-4.
First Discussion: Identify who this woman is. Why is it important to identify this woman correctly (hint: she does “not” represent the Church or Mary) How does the "crown of twelve stars" confirm this identity? Though this sign is seen in the setting of Heaven, what reality for earth does it portray (see verses 13-17)
Second Discussion: Who is the dragon? What was the sin of this dragon? What does verse 4 tell you about satan’s goal?
Application Discussion: Do you realize that you were chosen for a purpose?  We see that Israel was chosen to bring forth the Messiah; they were the "instrument" of God. How does understanding that God chooses people and nations for specific tasks (rather than just for their own benefit) change how you view your own "calling" as a believer? Does viewing it through this lens make you take your calling more seriously? If you haven’t figured out your calling, does it bring you to a place where you actively seek out your calling? For those that already know what their calling is, does this drive you to actively engage your calling. Discuss what that would look like.

Read Revelation 12:5-6
First Discussion: Who is the Man-Child (see Psalm 2:7-9 and Rev 19:15)? What events can you identify in verse 5 and 6? As you lay those out, what do you see happening between verse 5 & 6?
Practical Application: What do we see the woman do in verse 6? In our own lives, when the Holy Spirit prompts us to turn away from a situation or move in a certain direction, do we hesitate and "go back for our coat," (read Matthew 24:16) or do we move with the urgency the Lord requires? Discuss how your walk would need to look like to move like this.

Read Revelation 12:7-10.
First Discussion:  While we know the conflict at the end of the age is one that plays out on earth the author directs our attention to one that is taking place in Heaven. According to these verses, what was one thing satan lost? (read Job 1:6 to help). When is this happening? What is verse 12 saying and what should that mean to us?
Practical Application: One of the descriptions used for satan is the “accuser of the brethren”. Read Job 1:6-12.  What is satan doing? Do we see satan doing that in our lives? How does this affect our walk? In an age of "strong delusion," how can we ensure we are not being "deceived by Satan" in our daily lives? What can we do practically each day to keep us from turning away from the love of God?

Read Revelation 12:11-17
Discussion: Identify and discuss the three ways the brethren overcome satan. Why are all three necessary for total victory? 
God has used many methods to protect His people. We see one of the ways in verses 15 & 16. In other passages we have seen God use the Red Sea and in Numbers 16 He opens the earth. Discuss how God uses the physical earth to protect His people.
Application: Going back the three-fold victory: we see that we have been bought by the “blood of the lamb.” We are debtors. Discuss some of your struggles with the “old nature” trying to come back to life and how you have victory in the blood?
