This is good, and pleases God our Savior, 4 who wants all people to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the 
truth.

“prosperous journey” by the will of God to come unto you.  11 For I long to see you, that I may impart unto you 
some spiritual gift, to the end ye may be established;  12 That is, that I may be comforted together with you by 
the mutual faith both of you and me.

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual 
blessing in the heavenly places,  4 even as he chose us in him before the foundation of the world, that we 
should be holy and blameless before him. In love 5 he predestined us for adoption as sons through Jesus Christ, 
according to the purpose of his will,  6 to the praise of his glorious grace, with which he has blessed us in the 
Beloved.

For this reason I bow my knees before the Father,  15 from whom every family in heaven and on earth is named,  
16 that according to the riches of his glory he may grant you to be strengthened with power through his Spirit 
in your inner being,  17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith—that you, being rooted and 
grounded in love,  18 may have strength to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and length and 
height and depth,  19 and to know the love of Christ that surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled with 
all the fullness of God.
