	Interpretation:	What	is	the	purpose	of	the	passage	for	them	and
for	us?

	Interpretation:	Why	did	the	Jewish	leaders	still	want	Paul
transferred	to	Jerusalem	after	two	years?	What	does	this	reveal	about
their	motives?

	Interpretation:	What	does	‘to	Ceaser	you	have	appealed;	to
Ceaser	you	shall	go’	mean?

	Interpretation:	How	does	Paul’s	conduct	give	us	an	example	of
working	within	the	legal	system,	while	remaining	steadfast	in	his	faith?

Application:	Despite	his	situation,	Paul’s	goal	was	to	reach	Rome
to	testify	for	Christ.	Is	your	personal	mission	to	share	the	gospel
driving	your	actions,	even	when	you	are	facing	personal	trials?	How
does	this	challenge	you	in	your	life	right	now?

Application:	Pastor	Chad	said	this	week	that	“Faith	in	Jesus
changes	everything.”	How	do	you	explain	this	to	a	non-believer?	What
about	the	parts	that	someone	might	not	want	to	change?

Dig	Deeper:	Additional	Scripture	from	the	Sermon	to	study
throughout	the	week.
