Philippians 4:19 - “And my God shall supply all your need according to His riches
in glory by Christ Jesus.”

Joel 2:25 - “So | will restore to you the years that the swarming locust has eaten,
The crawling locust, The consuming locust, And the chewing locust, My great
army which | sent among you.”

Prayer Points:

1. Father, we stand upon Your promise that You are our faithful Provider.

2. Every financial loss, every business opportunity stolen, and every stream of
provision blocked, we call for it to be restored in abundance.

3. We break the power of lack, debt, and insufficiency over our lives in the
name of Jesus.
