Who are your legislators.   Most Virginians don’t know who their legislators are.  If you don’t know your delegate and senator, you probably won’t be a good advocate.  Help people find their districts at whosmy.virginiageneralassembly.gov.

Legislative Information Services (LIS) – this will tell you about what committees they serve on and what bills they have patroned.    www.lis.virginia.gov

Connect on social media. You should:

	Become a “friend” of your legislators on Facebook.

	Follow them on twitter. 

	Sign up on their websites to get their alerts.

Getting info for your congregation.  You can manually look up who each person’s legislator is using the website listed above, but the better way to get information is to compare your congregation’s membership list with the voter files.  Doing this will:

	Give district info on each person.

	Show if people are registered to vote (so you can urge them to register if not).

	Show if people regularly vote (so you can encourage participation).

	Update your address, phone, and email records.
