Create a hook to keep readers 
interested in the subject matter. A 
hook is an intriguing fact or detail 
that prompts the reader to want to 
learn more. To create visual interest 
try changing the font, size, weight, 
or color. End your paragraph with a 
conclusion that summarizes the 
main ideas and the point you want 
to get across.
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How To Use SOAP  JOURNAL
The Holy Spirit is your teacher and your helper. You are not alone. Before you open your Bible, 
invite Him in and ask for guidance, understanding, and revelation as you read the Word of God.

Read the selected passage for the day from the 
reading plan on the reverse side. Read slowly and out 
loud if possible. Research has shown that reading out 

loud improves focus and memory! Write down any 
verses or statments that stood out to you.

Write down your key observations from the passage. 
Who is involved? What did God/Jesus do? 

What did people do? What did God/Jesus say? 
What Ideas did people express? 
What questions do you have?

What did you learn about God and man? How should 
the truth from the passage influence your attitudes, 

affections, and actions towards God and others? 
Is there:  A command to obey?  A promise to trust?
A sin to avoid or turn from? An example to follow?

Thank God for the truth you have learned in your 
reading. Ask the Holy Spirit to give you the wisdom to 
understand anything that was unclear to you. Ask the 

Holy Spirit to give you the wisdom, courage, and 
power to apply what you learned. Ask God to meet 

your personal needs and the needs of others.
