Not a new phone number for calling in to 

the offi  ce but a virtual cell phone number for 

texting.

Last week we debuted this number as a way 

for us to communicate with guests and visitors, 

as well as sending out daily devotionals to 

people who sign up for them. We will continue 

to do that.

We will also regularly communicate that 

people who are new to GC can text the 

keyword “NEW” to 833-272-1249, as an easier 

alternative to fi lling out a connection card.

But wait! There’s more!

You can text this number at any time, and for 

GC members we have two keywords set up:

“PRAY” - Text the word “pray” if you have a 

prayer request you would like to share with us.

“STORY” - Text the word “story” if you have 

an encouraging story to share with the 

congregation.

Note that the fi rst time you text this number 

you will be asked for your name. You do not 

have to supply it, but if you are sharing a 

prayer request or a story, your name would be 

very helpful.

At the end of the day, this is just another tool, 

but it is a tool for the kingdom of God! We’ll 

gladly use it as best we can to honor God and 

help people become more like Jesus!

COOKOUT: IT’S WORTH THE WAIT:  Waiting is a part of 
life.
