THE BIBLE'S CLAIMS ABOUT ITSELF: NOTES:

1) Scripture is the Very Word of God - Divine Inspiration

Divine inspiration means that while the Bible has many human

authors, it has only

1) 2Timothy 3:16-17 - Scripture is "breathed out” by God...
literally "expired."

2) Jesus believed that what scripture says, God says.
(Matt 5:17-20, Matt 26:54-56, Mark 14:49, Luke 16:29-31,
John 10:34-36, John 13:18)

3) Jesus affirms the Old Testament as a whole. (Luke 11:49-51)

How does divine inspiration work?
Human authors wrote the books of the Bible, but the Holy Spirit
was working in them throughout their entire lives so that they
wrote exactly what God wanted them to write.
Read 2 Peter 1:19-21
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2) All Scripture is For God's People NOTES:
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While each book of the Bible was written for a particular
audience, the ultimate audience is for all of God's people for all
time. Read 1 Corinthians 10:1-6, 11

POINT: God ordained the events of history and the recording of
those events so that we would have the 66 books of the Bible as
we have them today.

3) Scripture is All About Jesus

The New Testament centers around Jesus.

Jesus claims that the entire Old Testament is about himself.
Read Luke 24:25-27, 44
(See also Luke 22:37 and John 5:39-40)

1) The Unified Story of the Bible

-When we read a piece of the story, or even a single passage,

we cannot remove it from the larger story.

- Knowing the larger story helps us to know how to

understand the pieces.

2) "Threads" Running Through the Bible

-Athread is when a concept, a person, or a term is repeatedly

used throughout the story of the Bible.

3) How to Correctly Read and Interpret the Bible

-When left up to man's opinions, we can make the Bible say

whatever we want, but God's Word tells us how we ought to

read it.

HOMEWORK:
