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THE FALL OF MAN - GENESIS 3:1-7 NOTES:

New Character: The Serpent

The Serpent has a 3-step strategy for killing God's creation.

1) Get the woman to the goodness of God.

GOD'’S RESPONSE - GENESIS 3:8-19

GENESIS 3:30-24
NOTE: God is the one who now covers the nakedness of the man

and the woman.

This sets up some new biblical-theological threads. ..
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BIBLICALTHEOLOGICAL THREADS NOTES:

Work (Genesis 2:15)
The man and the woman are expelled from the garden

where the man was commanded to work.
Because of the curse of sin, work will be more difficult.

Seed/Offspring (Genesis 1:28)

Genesis 3:15 - The Protoevangel (The first gospel)
There will be a seed of the woman who will crush the
head of the serpent.

Dominion (Genesis 1:28)

The man fails to have dominion over the creatures,
namely the serpent. He failed to guard and keep the
garden. He failed to exercise authority over the woman.

Covering/Clothing (Genesis 3:7; 3:21)

Animal sacrifice for the covering of sin is introduced
here.

This will lead to the sacrificial system, which eventually
leads to Jesus Christ.

CLIFFHANGER ENDING:
What questions do we have as this part of the story closes?
- Does humanity still bear the image of God?
- Will humanity multiply and have dominion in light of their
failure with the serpent?
-Who is the woman's seed who will crush the serpent’s head?
