HOW:
Should a leader fascilitate this booklet during the breakouts?

Breakouts should be a time of genuine conversation. Though
we have a set list of questions to be discussed, you should
lean into wherever the students take the conversations.

Look for ways to connect students with students & leaders
with students.
Look for ways to take the conversation beyond the circle.
Look for ways to challenge prayer & change.
Keep it on the track of purposefulness. We are leading
students into life change & freedom.

Look through this booklet and formulate a plan to recap the
previous weeks for students who may have missed. Then, dive
into the breakout session questions and allow for organic
conversation to happen.

Make sure to define what an idol is and how idols in Biblical
times can look different from what we witness currently.

You can certainly feed off of the questions and ask follow up
ones. 



Idols Defined: Any person or thing that consumes our
thoughts, words, time, energy or money, other than God.

Series Quote: “The Spirit of God will not tolerate there lovers”.

Exodus 20:4-6
“You must not make for yourself an idol of any kind or an
image of anything in the heavens or on the earth or in the sea.
You must not bow down to them or worship them, for I, the
Lord your God, am a jealous God who will not tolerate your
affection for any other gods. I lay the sins of the parents upon
their children; the entire family is affected—even children in
the third and fourth generations of those who reject me. But I
lavish unfailing love for a thousand generations on those[a]
who love me and obey my commands.

WEEK 1 // SELF

PAY ATTENTION!

We have to stop comparing our BEHIND THE SCENES to
someone else’s HIGHLIGHT REEL.

BE SOMEONE WHO PRE DECIDES (Daniel 1:8)

attract your desires.

16For everything
in the world—the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the
pride of life—comes not from the Father but from the world.
17The world and its desires pass away, but whoever does the
will of God lives forever.

Top Pleasures:
Substance Abuse / Pornography / Sexual Relations / Sexuality
Anything that becomes an Addiction

Question: What is your top pleasure? Why?

Truth: 
We’re not alone in this spiritual battle. The same God who
parted seas, silenced storms, and conquered death stands
with us. His victory is our inheritance.
So rise up! Break chains, demolish idols, and lift your voices in
worship.



WEEK 3 // STUFF

BREAKOUTS
Remember - Idols were any “noun” (person, place, thing, or
thought) that was a resource to meet the peoples’ needs.

You can only serve one master. Meaning, you only have 1
source. Though life requires many resources to help us get
by; we only have one main source of life. & the moment your
resources become your main source is the moment your life
has subjected itself to multiple gods.

CLOSING CHALLENGE:
Think about the main idol you have placed your hope in and
consider getting rid of it tonight. 

In order to return your worship to the true God, you will
need to get rid of the god you currently worship.

Find a leader or another student to pray with tonight.

Worship God
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
