…we pray for all local candidates for office.

___ October 7
…we pray for all state-level candidates for office.

___ October 8
…we pray for all candidates for national office from Colorado (Senate and House of Representatives).

___ October 9
…we pray for all candidates for federal office, especially candidates for the Presidency of the United
States.

___ October 10
…we pray for leaders in the two major political parties, especially locally, that they will set a tone of
respect.

___ October 11
…we pray for peace in how we interact politically on social media.

___ October 12
…we pray for our military and all those who have served in the past.

___ October 13
…we pray that any racial tensions in our nation would be calmed rather than inflamed in this election
season.

___ October 14
…we pray for judges and the justice system, for fairness, wisdom, and integrity.



___ October 15
…we pray for ourselves in the church, that we would remain welcoming of all people of all
perspectives.

___ October 16
…we pray for ourselves in the church, that we would not allow political differences to divide us.

___ October 17
…we pray for ourselves to see the genuine good in those members of other political parties.

___ October 18
…we pray for elected officials, at all levels, now serving in office, for wisdom and grace.

___ October 19
…we pray that you would give all leaders a heart for unity and peace.

___ October 20
…we pray that leaders, now and in the future, would be trustworthy and ethical in their service to the
community and nation.

___ October 21
…we pray for wisdom in voting for ballot initiatives, especially those to amend Colorado’s
Constitution.

___ October 22
…we pray for trustworthy news sources and the wisdom to find them.

___ October 23
…we pray that the hand of anyone who would interfere in these elections would be stayed.

___ October 24
…we pray for all candidates to put love of nation above personal ambition.
___ October 25
…we pray for wisdom to discern truth from lie.

___ October 26
…we pray that candidates will consider “the least of these” (Matthew 25:31-40) as they speak and
debate.

…we pray for young voters and first time voters to appreciate the privilege of voting in a democracy.

…we pray for the candidates’ families and close friends, as they support the candidates through their
campaigns.
