If we had but one sermon to preach, let us pray that
we would preach a godly message as Nathan did,
addressing the spiritual state of our audience — one
that touched the heart, motivating the soul to say:

“l will arise, and go to my Father, and will say unto
him, Father, | have sinned against heaven, and before
thee” (Luke 15:18 KJV).

4:1-2).
