e Look closely at the waves. What does the flood of life represent for you?

* Notice the contrast between the house on one side and the man on the other. What
emotions or thoughts do these images evoke!

* How does the image of Jesus on a donkey influence your understanding of this scene?
What do you make of its placement in this work?

* Notice the abstract shaded area at the top. Does it feel like a cloud, storm, or something
else!? Does this texture remind you of God's presence!
