 IN THE CAR:
On the drive home, ask your child what he learned about this week:

What makes us the wisest?  When we treasure God’s love?  This causes us to give sacri-
ficially to God.  Luke 21:1-8, The Widow’s Offering

 HANGING OUT:
Make this week’s lesson real:

Ask your kid to list at least two ways they can treasure God’s love.
Ask your kid if there is something God is calling them to sacrifice.

 AT DINNER:
Here are some great discussion starters:

What is one gift a person has given you that you treasure?  Why do you think that is?  
What about your relationship makes you treasure their gift?

What about the widow’s offering made it the most valuable?

How can you give a sacrifice from your heart?

 AT BEDTIME:
Quiz your child on this week’s memory verse:

“My sheep listen to my voice. I know them, and they follow me.” John 10:27 (NIRV)

 PARENT TIME:
What you need to know:

Nothing is more valuable than God’s love for us.  Encourage your child to give something 
away to someone they love or to share with someone in need this week.  Talk about how 
we can value God’s love more than earthly possessions, making it possible for us to sac-
rifice those things.   
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
