e Provide spiritual and artistic leadership for all worship gatherings, working with the Lead Pastor
to plan and coordinate all services
e Select and arrange music and other elements for weekly and special worship services
e Shepherd, coordinate, develop, schedule and lead a team of volunteer musicians and
vocalists, including midweek rehearsals (currently Wednesday evenings), Sunday morning
worship services and special services throughout the year
e Write monthly communion liturgies and liturgies for special services (Ash Wednesday, Good
Friday, etc.)
e Oversee the care of instruments and related equipment

Discipleship
e Partner with pastoral staff to make connections and provide spiritual formation opportunities for
whole congregation
e Participate actively in pastoral care, prayer and congregational life
e Participate in weekly staff meetings and undertake other duties and projects as assigned

e Prior experience in planning and leading worship
