A Prayer Journey for the Renew Season
This prayer guide is designed to help you engage more deeply with the Lord during this season. Whether you are new to prayer or have walked with Jesus for many years, our hope is that this journey will help you grow in your relationship with Him and prepare your heart to celebrate the hope of the resurrection. 

Prayer of Gratitude & Worship
“Bless the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits.” — Psalm 103:2
· Thank God, for the ways he has provided for you. Pray to remember both the big and small blessings.  
· Offer God your praise for who He is not just what He’s done. 
· Pray for a heart that meditates on God.
Prayer Focus: Lord, fill my heart with gratitude for Your love and salvation.
Prayer Of Confession
“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us.” — 1 John 1:9
· Pray that your heart would be open to the Holy Spirit’s work of conviction in your life. 
· Pray that you would recognize and repent of attitudes or habits that have been driven by sin instead of Jesus’ teaching and example. 
·  Pray for help to receive forgiveness without shame.
Prayer Focus: Father, thank You for the mercy made possible through the cross.
Prayer of Surrender
“Search me, God, and know my heart!  Try me and know my thoughts. And see if there be any grievous way in me and lead me in the way everlasting.” — Psalm 139:23–24
· Pray that God would reveal your priorities and desires. Pray that He would give you a heart willing to recognize the areas that you have resisted Him.
· Pray that God would give you a deepening of your trust in Him for those areas. 
· Pray that God would give you priorities and desires that are in line with His own.  
Prayer Focus: Jesus, I ask for a heart and life that reflects what is important to You. 
Prayer for Your Personal Witness
“Walk in wisdom toward outsiders, making use of the time. Let your speech always be gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how you ought to answer each person.” Colossians 4:5-6
· Pray that you would have a heart of compassion for those you know who do not follow Jesus. Pray that you would have the vision to see opportunities to share the Gospel in truth and love.
· Pray by name for 1-3 people you know who don’t follow Jesus.
· Pray that your life would be a reflection this week that draws others to Christ.
Prayer Focus: Lord, create in me a bold heart to share my hope in You.

Prayer for Our Church
“And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds.” — Hebrews 10:24–25

· Pray that unity, humility, and love would grow between all those who call Harvest home. 
· Pray for those who are hurting, lonely or struggling. Pray that they would find comfort and support in their time of need. 
· Pray that members of Harvest would be quick to offer each other encouragement and strength in both words and actions that reflect the character of God.

· Pray for our pastors as they prepare their sermons. Pray that their own hearts will continue to be transformed through their time in the Word and that they might grow in wisdom. 
· Pray for guidance and encouragement for our Sunday School teachers. Pray that their students would have open hearts to God’s Word. 
· Pray for all those who give of their time and talents to support the ministries of Harvest – that they might find joy in their service and opportunities to encourage others as they do.

· Pray for the followers of Jesus in countries where meeting together is not permitted or is severely restricted. Pray for their courage and strength in the hardships. 
· Pray for the churches in countries where the Gospel, once central, has now been set aside. Pray for those who believe to remain faithful and bold in their witness.  
· Pray for the missionaries who are faithfully serving you away from their homes and often under difficult circumstances.  Pray that God would raise up more preachers and pastors who are fervent in their desire to present the Good News well.
