The Holy Spirit 

 

 

We saw last week that the Holy Spirit is a personal being. The 

Scriptures say he is lied to (Acts 5:3), tempted (Acts 5:9), 

blasphemed (Matt. 12:31), and insulted (Heb. 10:29). ‘He’ is not 

to be called ‘it’.  

 

There is a second basic understanding about the Holy Spirit. 

That is, he is a divine person. He is in fact God, God the Holy 

Spirit. He is one of three persons of the Trinity. He is equal with 

the Father and Son in power and essence. He has his own unique 

activities. 

 

Matthew 28:19 we find this idea of his divinity. We are 

“baptized in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy 

Spirit”. See also, 2 Corinthians 13:14; 1 Corinthians 12:4-6. 

Here the Holy Spirit is mentioned first of the three names.  

 

Also, Hebrews 9:14 speaks of the eternal Spirit. Only God has 

inherent eternity. Genesis 1:2 shows the Spirit’s involvement in 

creation. He has always existed like the Father and Son.  

 

One other reference (and there are others) to the divinity of the 

Spirit is found in Acts 5 where Ananias and Sapphira were a 

married couple who lied. Peter will say to them, “Ananias, why 

has Satan filled your heart to lie to the Holy Spirit…?” Lying to 

the Holy Spirit is equal to lying to God himself.  

 

We conclude that the Holy Spirit is a person of the Godhead and 

is in fact divine like the Father and Son. Amen!
