Children must have turned the
age of the class in which they
are enrolling by September 1st.

Those entering
one of the classes for
2-year-olds are expected to be
potty training (wearing pull-ups)
with few accidents on the days in
attendance.

At time of admission, you should
submit a completed application
form along with the $125.00
registration fee. The
registration fee covers materials
your child will use throughout
the year and is not considered
part of your tuition payment. No
child will be considered enrolled
until the registration fee has
been received by the program.
Classes are filled on a first-
come, first-served basis.
