Construction is ramping up!

Now that plumbing and some electrical is in
ground, concrete has been poured and framing for
the emergency shelter and upstairs office spaces is
well under way. While we wait on fire riser
connections, the team will continue to frame what
they can until we can get into the food pantry area.
The goal is to have the food pantry operational by
this fall, and by all accounts we should hit that
mark.

Financially we are still working on raising the final
$1.5 million to complete the entire project, so stay
