Morgan Iron’s creative process is slow
and contemplative, moving from
prayer and study of the passage into
sketches and compositional decisions
that foreground Christ’s compassionate
gaze and the mother’s loss.



Friendghip ﬁrst is the starting point for

each commission. Both parties enter into

a contract that providcs clear creative

boundaries and freedoms for the artist
to work from.
