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Prayer is the doorway through which miracles enter the
earth. It is not a religious routine but a divine exchange
where - human/ weakness  meets God’s omnipotence.
Throughout Scripture, every miracle followed a moment
of prayer, a‘cry, a call, or an act of faith directed toward
Heaven. Prayer positions the believer at the intersection
of thematural(and the supernatural, where God steps in
and does/ what no_human effort can accomplish. When
prayer ascends, divine power descends, and the
impossible is forced to yield.

Miracles are not random eyents; they are responses to
faith-filled prayer. God jis a miracle-working God by
nature, but prayer creates the atmosphere for His
power “to be’ revealed. When prayer rises, Heaven
responds. Walls fall, seas part, bodies are healed,
provision multiplies, and dead situations come alive.
Where prayer is fervent, miracles are inevitable. Prayer
pulls eternity into time and releases God’s authority
into human affairs.

Prayer also shifts perspective before it shifts
circumstances. It strengthens faith, silences fear, and
realigns’ the ‘heart to trust God beyond what is seen.
Many miracles begin internally before they are seen
externally. Prayer reminds the soul that impossibility
does not intimidate God and that no situation is beyond
His reach!

Miracles glorify God and confirm His Word. They are not
ends in themselves but signs that point to His
sovereignty, compassion, and authority. Prayer keeps
miracles anchored in relationship rather than spectacle.
When prayer and miracles walk together, God is exalted,
faith is strengthened, and testimonies multiply.

In every season, prayer remains the believer’s greatest
access to miracles. It is the posture of dependence that
invites divine intervention. Whether the miracle needed
is healing, provision, restoration, or direction, prayer
keeps the heart open to God’s power and timing. A
praying people will always be a miracle-seeing people,
because prayer connects earth to Heaven—and where
Heaven touches earth, miracles must follow.
