V' (132AD) Jewish revolt — Bar Kokhba.

' (135AD) Roman Emperor Hadrian destroyed Jerusalem again. ..
» He lived (117 — 138AD)

» Changed its orientation & renamed City Aelia Capitolina...
o And renamed the Country from Israel to Palestine.
+ Filled the rock quarry.
+ Built temple dedicated to Jupiter & Aphrodite...
= Greek goddess of sexual love (Romans = Venus).

o Placed statue of Venus on top of Golgotha.
o Placed statue of Jupiter on top of Tomb of Christ.

v (313 AD) Roman Emperor Constantine legalized Christianity...
» Across the Roman Empire.

\ (325 AD) Helena (Constantine’s Mom) came to Israel and had churches. ..
» Build over the main events in the life of Jesus...

o Which included the Holy Sepulcher.

' Eusebius (260 — 339AD) known as “the Father of Christian History” later
wrote that Hadrian was trying to bury the tomb of Christ.
