Girls must wear a one-piece swimsuit when swimming. Must be covered when walking to
and from swimming.

Boys must wear t-shirts when walking to and from swimming.

No shorts with writing on the backside.

No tank tops for guys or girls. *Dress in a way to keep the focus on God, not you.
