STITCH-N-SEW 
The Stitch-n-Sew group glorifies God and blesses others through 
their skills, gifts and talents of quilting and sewing. This group gathers 
Monday mornings from 10:00-noon at College First during warm 
weather months. Their time together begins with an uplifting story 
about a blanket or quilt that has impacted someone's life which is 
then followed by a time of prayer. The remainder of the gathering is 
spent assembling a quilt that has been worked on in pieces 
throughout the week by members of the group. For many years the 
group has created many large quilts and lap robes. These quilts are 
then donated to organizations around the community, such as The 
City Mission, domestic violence shelters, CHOPIN Hall, Blanchard 
Valley School students and nursing homes.
