Matthew 6:33

that keep me from seeking you first. Lead me into the right way of living that is found 
in Your Word. As I seek you, and each person in our church seeks you, will you add 
all “the things” you know we need. We thank you today for your provision that will 
come.

Pray: Today God, I acknowledge that you 
generously sacrificed your Son on a cross - to die - so that you could give me the gift 
of forgiveness, freedom, and eternity. Today, God, I ask that you move my heart to 
not spare one thing that you ask of me to give - whether that be of my time, my 
money, or my talents. Continue to be gracious to me and to our church as we seek to 
be true disciples with generous and sacrificial hearts for Your Kingdom.

Hebrews 13:5 
Keep your life free from love of money, and be content with what you have, for He 
has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.” Pray: Change my heart to become 
like yours - free from the love of money and generous to give willingly! You are all I 
need, but you need me to be your hands and feet with my resources, gifts, and 
talents.
