Observing questions:

e Arethere any major sub-sections or breaks in the text? Are there key connecting words (for, therefore, but, because)
that indicate the logical flow of the passage?

e What is the main point or points? What supporting points does the author make?

e What surprises are there in the flow of the argument?

Working towards the passage’s point:

e Howdoes this text relate to other parts of the book?

e How does the passage relate to Jesus?

e What does this teach you about God?

e How could you sum up the meaning of this passage in your own words?
