While we generally tend to think of work and labor interchangeably, (and they are closely related) the Bible 

makes distinctions between the two as seen in the above verses. Interestingly, the Lord Jesus Christ tells us to 

pray for God the Father to send “labourers” into his harvest as opposed to “________________” - Matthew 9:37-38. 

Work Labor 

 Purposeful activity aimed at producing, 

accomplishing, or creating something. 

 Strenuous physical or mental effort, often toilsome, 

burdensome, or compulsory. 

 It emphasizes purpose and outcome.  Emphasizes effort, hardship, strain, or toil 

 

“worker(s)” - 28 times in the Bible. _________ of those are in a negative context.  

“labourer(s)” - 11 times in the Bible and all in the NT. ________________ of those are in a negative context.  

KEY difference: Work focuses on purpose and result; labor focuses on effort and burden.
