Jesus is more powerful than anything that 
comes your way. God’s power is greater than every problem!

Read:
Luke 1:26-37

Ask/Discuss:
- What was the name of the girl?
- Who came to speak to Mary?
- What did Gabriel tell Mary?

Say:
God used Mary to give birth to Jesus, the Savior of the world.  No one 
could do that on their own—but God did the impossible!

And guess what?  God can do the impossible in your life, too.  All you have 
to do is call on Him and have faith.  We serve a MIGHTY GOD, and He can 
help you no matter what you face!

Ask/Discuss:
- What kinds of problems feel big or scary to you?
- Why is it important to know that Jesus is stronger than every problem?

Pray:
Pray for your children who may have an impossible need.  Pray that they 
would always remember that God is on their side and He is MIGHTY!  Pray 
that they would have faith in Jesus and that God would do the impossible 
in their lives!
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
