Storm Recovery Opportunities Available:
• Temporary Storm Recovery Employment (up to 12 months /2,080 hours)
• Work-Based Learning Experiences (up to 500 hours), such as internships 

and apprenticeships
• On-the-Job Training funds can be provided when individuals eligible for this 

grant are hired to support employer-based skill development.

• Individuals who are temporarily or permanently laid off as a consequence 
of the storm;

• Other eligible dislocated workers;
• Long-term unemployed workers; and
• Self-employed individuals who become unemployed or significantly 

underemployed as a result of the disaster.
• Eligibility does not relate to an individual’s personal loss in the storms.
