“Nasagiweya— meaning dividing of the waters—lies 
on the north west corner of the County of Halton, 
bounded on the south east by Nelson, south west by 
Puslinch, and north west by Eramosa, and the north 
east by  Esquesing .  It is twelve miles long by six miles 
wide divided into seven double fronted concessions 
containing thirty two lots of two hundred acres each.  
Nassagaweya was surveyed in 1819 and the original 
spelling was ‘Nasagiweya’.
