Dream It, Be It Committee
Description:
Dream It, Be It: Career Support for Girls targets girls in secondary school who face obstacles to their future success. It provides girls with access to professional role models, career education and resources to live their dreams. The Dream It, Be It Committee is responsible for helping clubs plan and implement the program that focuses on young girls by working in partnership with girls in small groups or a conference setting to provide them with the information and resources they want and need to be successful.  They will act as a resource for club members, and promote club participation in the program. 

The Dream It, Be It Committee falls under the umbrella of Soroptimist programs.  The DI,BI District Representatives will work under the Region DI,BI Chair for the clubs in their district. The Region chair will work directly with the SIA program chair and the Founder Region governor-elect.

Committee Duties
· Serve as a resource to clubs for planning and implementing Dream It, Be It:  Career Support for Girls
· Read, understand and share all the information available for clubs to promote participation
· Promote the program in our region and encourage club participation
· Assist clubs in their planning
· Offer to speak at clubs to assist and offer support and guidance for the program
· Collect information from clubs and submit reports to SIA Headquarters as per requested/deadlines
(Club Reporting & Evaluation Form  – within one month of completion of event; however, all reports must be submitted by June 30th each year to receive recognition for participating in the program, and ensure your impact is measured.)


GOALS/FOCUS

Continue to educate clubs about the program and offer guidance and suggestions.
Provide support as needed.
45% of clubs will participate, whether it is by incorporating a club Dream It, Be It program or supporting an existing Dream It, Be It program.
Encourage clubs to work together to achieve the development of a Dream It, Be It program that has emphasis and empowerment with an increased collective impact.
Encourage clubs to transform an existing girl’s project to incorporate the Dream It, Be It curriculum in order to be considered as participating in the program.
Work with other members to ensure succession for future biennia.
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
